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Accommodation during the symposium

For participants of the Symposium we can offer the following accommodation
alternatives:

Host Families
Mainly, the international participants will be places in host families during their
stay in Stuttgart. Therefore, no costs will arise.

Independent Reservations

Reservation in local hotels should be done soon, since during the symposium
other big events will take place in Stuttgart. Hotel costs start from around 150
Euro.

Hotel Rooms through ISMO
In some hotels we were able to reserve rooms in advance. The prices for single
rooms start at 50€, the prices for double rooms start at 80€.

Guesthouses

A somewhat cheaper alternative are accommodations in guest houses or the local
youth hostel. ISMO has already booked several rooms. The prices are the
following:
